Kuma Training and Sale Contract

Health Guarantee
 
· To the best of our knowledge and belief at the time of sale, the health of this dog is excellent. The required vaccinations are as indicated on the health record.
 
· 5 year 100% Bumper to Bumper satisfaction guarantee for all genetic defects not including hips/elbows. Please see hip and elbow guarantee in next paragraph. This is a replacement guarantee only, for a puppy/dog of equal value at time of purchase, unless other arrangements are mutually agreed upon.  The value of this dog at time of purchase is $8500.00.  Any additional training, equipment, or expenses after the initial sale are not covered by this contract and may be subject to a supplemental agreement. 
 
· The Buyer agrees to maintain preventative care of the dog in regards to hip/elbow dysplasia, such as proper nutrition, joint supplements, proper exercise, lean physique, and preventing stress injuries. If the dog develops crippling hip or elbow dysplasia (confirmed by x-rays from a competent licensed veterinarian), the dog should be returned to us at the expense of the buyer. We will replace the dog (due to crippling hip/elbow dysplasia) as soon as possible with a replacement of equal value at the time of purchase. We reserve the right to request that the x-ray be sent first for review by a board certified veterinary radiologist or other veterinarian of our choice. Should the buyer prefer to retain the said dog, the buyer thereby forfeits any replacement, unless other arrangements are mutually agreed upon.
  
Management Agreement
The buyer understands that this is primarily a working dog that has, just like all dogs have, a propensity for aggression and therefore will manage this dog responsibly to avoid unnecessary harm to innocent people and domestic animals.  Management will include but is not limited to:

· Buyer agrees to maintain a secure physical enclosure around their property.

· Buyer agrees to safeguard dog and visitors from unsupervised or surprise encounters by maintaining a locked door when the dog is inside the house and a locked gate if dog is unsupervised on the property.

· Buyer understands that this dog has been selectively bred to be “suspicious” of people and anything out of the ordinary.  Therefore, buyer agrees to supervise the dog and take appropriate precautions during any situation where the dog has not yet demonstrated consistent non-aggressive behavior.  
· Buyer agrees to maintain proficiency in the obedience training of the dog and handling skill of any individual who will be expected to supervise the dog in public environments.
· To help prevent competition with family members and guests buyer agrees to maintain certain “boundaries” within the home such as not allowing the dog on furniture and human beds.  
· Although the dog is “off leash” trained, buyer agrees to comply with all local leash laws and avoid routinely handling the dog “off leash” near traffic.
· Buyer agrees to contact seller if there are any signs that the dog is displaying inappropriate aggression toward family members.  Inappropriate and/or unreasonable aggression toward members of the household may also be considered a reason for the replacement guarantee.   
Stud Use Agreement
Seller will retain the right to use dog for a maximum of 2 successful breeding per calendar year.

Buyer agrees to allow seller the right of first refusal should Buyer decide to sell, relinquish or transfer dog. Seller cannot be “out bid” by another buyer offering more than the original purchase price of the dog.  Buyer may sell the dog for more than the purchase price only if the seller refuses to buy back the dog.  This contract applies to the original dog only and is nontransferable to a second party.
Seller agrees to provide “brush-up” and scenario training, minimum 4 weeks per calendar year at buyer’s discretion to maintain this “Stud Use” section of this agreement. This “Stud Use” section of the contract may be terminated by buyer if seller is unavailable to provide this “brush-up” training at no cost.

Seller may terminate this section of the contract, after 2 years, if there is no more interest in stud use.

Termination of this section does not in any way inhibit the right of the buyer to included lifetime handling lessons at our facility.  
Training Agreement

Seller guarantees that dog is trained in “off-leash” obedience around reasonable distractions at time of sale.  Seller also guarantees that buyer will have access to handling lessons at no additional charge.  Commands include: Sit, down, heel, come, climb, place, leave it, ok, free
Buyer understands that Obedience is not 100% reliable on any dog, and will make a reasonable effort to become an excellent handler through lessons at our facility and online training tutorials.  Buyer understands that this greatly increases the usability and reliability of the dog.  The buyer also understands that obedience needs to be reinforced and disobedience discouraged properly to maintain a well trained dog.
Seller guarantees that the dog is trained in “aggression control” and will provide handling lessons to ensure buyer can handle the dog more safely than an untrained dog of equal temperament.

Seller agrees to train the buyer how to use the dog as part of a self-defense plan (defense of handler and immediate family members).  Buyer agrees and understands that the dog is not trained for and will not be used for offensive or “attack” purposes (such as police style chase and catch apprehension).
Buyer understands that the dog may need to be finished through “muzzle training” after 18 months of age to finish proofing the dog for the aggression control training.  Cost of “muzzle training” will not exceed $3500.00.  Seller can only guarantee that the dog will engage with a real aggressor threatening household members after this proofing is complete.  Failure of the dog to engage with an aggressor toward household members will be reason to honor replacement guarantee.
At the time of sale this dog has a history of being reasonably and age appropriately “house broken”.  Seller cannot guarantee that the dog will never have accidents or destroy household items, since this will depend on many factors outside the seller’s control.  The seller agrees to coach the buyer on the best way to transfer good “house breaking” into the new home.

Other
Seller cannot replace a dog that has been maimed, killed, surgically altered, had broken bone, or disfigured under the care of the seller (unless related to a genetic defect).
Under no circumstances will the buyer relinquish this dog to a shelter or rescue.  In cases of emergency, whereas the buyer no longer wants or can keep the dog and there are no available buyers for the dog, the dog must be returned to the seller.  The seller agrees to take the dog back outside of covered replacement guarantees under all or any conditions.
At time of delivery Buyer assumes full liability for the Dog and it's actions. The Seller releases all ownership responsibilities to the Buyer and makes no written or expressed warranties for the future handling of the Dog.

All sales are final and deposits are non-refundable unless dog in contract is no longer available. Deposit can be placed on a different puppy/dog after forfeiture when mutual agreements are made.
The entire agreement between the parties is contained here-in. In the event of a dispute, New York will have jurisdiction over the matter.
